Light, refreshing Asia style pilsner.  South East Asia’s favorite premium lager.   
 
Czechvar    Czech Republic  5.0%         $7 

Premium Czech lager. Czech is the golden original, acknowledged by many  
connoisseurs as one of the best lagers in the world. Hoppy, with hints of green apple. 

 
Staropramen   Czech Republic    5.0%      $7 
Pale original Czech pilsner with a natural bite.  Full bodied with a pleasantly smooth  
taste. Thirst quenching finish.  

 
Stonemill Organic Pale Ale  New Hampshire  5.5%    $7    
Perfect balance of maltiness and hop bouquet.  An ideal organic experience from  
the farm to the last well-defined sip. 

 
Tennents Lager Scotland    4.4%     $7 
Distinctive, well-balanced beer.  Sweet malty flavors combine with a tangy hoppiness  
to create crisp refreshing character.  

 
Magic Hat #9  Vermont   5.1%      $6

Leffe Blonde   Belgium 6.6%      $7 
Bright golden beer with a taste that is full, sweet and fruity.  A hint of bitter orange  
with a powerful and surprising after-taste. 

 
Dogfish Head 60 Minute  Delaware   6.0%    $6.5 
Session India Pale Ale brewed with Warrior, Amarillo and 'Mystery Hop X'.  Powerful 
East Coast IPA with a citrus hop character and candied orange flavor. 

 
Brouwerij Liefmans Lucifer  Belguim   8.5%     $9 
Fiery blonde top fermented ale.  Strikes a balance between delicate bitterness,  
fruity aroma and surprising mellowness. 

   
  Delirium Tremens  Belgium  8.5%      $9.5 

A Perfect Belgian blond ale blending exceptional hops as well as differing malt.

LAMBICS, WHEAT ALES & FRUIT LAGERS 
 

Bells Oberon   Michigan (seasonal)     5.8%    $7 
American wheat ale brewed with Saaz hops. Spicy and fruity, the color and scent  
of a summer afternoon. 

 
Wild Blue   New York   8.0%     $6 
Premium lager made with the natural flavor of blueberry.  Clean and crisp. 

 
Lindemans Framboise  Belgium   4.0%     $8 
Raspberry Lambic.  Magnificent aroma, delicate palate of raspberries with  
undertones of fruity acidity; elegant, sparkling clean natural taste. 

 



 

 
 

STOUTS, ROBUST DARK & NUT BROWN ALES 
 

Belhaven Wee Heavy   Scotland  6.5%      $12.5 -  500ml 
Deep, copper ale.  Racy entry leads to a creamy, medium-bodied palate with dark 
roasted malt and nuts, smoked peat, and a touch of treacle and molasses.   
Finishes with a crisp brush of mild and citrusy hops. 

 
Wolaver’s Organic Oatmeal Stout  Vermont    5.9%    $7.5 
Black in color, with a beautifully creamy head.  Brewed with organic rolled oats,  
organic wheat, and organic barley and hops.  Softened slightly and sweetened by  
oatmeal with hints of chocolate, coffee, toffee and caramel.  

 
Sam Smith Nut Brown Ale  England   5.0%     $8 
Walnut-like color and a palate of hazelnuts.  Wonderful balance of roasted crystal  
malt and aromatic hops.  Long clean finish. 

 

Bells Kalamazoo Stout  Michigan   6.5%     $7 
Full-bodied stout with plenty of roast flavor.  Uniquely blended with brewer's licorice  
for a truly interesting palate.  Finishes lighter and crispier than most stouts. 

 
Orkney Skull Splitter    Scotland   8.5%     $7.5 
Scottish robust ale with distinct flavor.  Satiny smooth in the mouth, deceptively light,  
and dangerously drinkable. 

 
 

 
MARZENS, AMBER & RED ALES 
 

Speakeasy Prohibition Ale  California    6.1%    $7 
Boldly hopped ale that strikes a perfect balance between caramel maltiness and 
 aggressive hopping. 

 
Unibroue Le Fin De Monde Quebec   9.0%     $8  
Brilliant golden color strong triple style ale.  Mildly yeasty with a complex palate of  
malt, fruit and spice notes followed by a smooth, dry finish. 
 
Unibroue Ephemere Quebec   5.5%      $16 – 750ml 
Pale golden color, effervescent foam, and a mouth-watering bouquet of Granny  
Smith apples and spices. It is slightly sweet, slightly tart and refreshingly thirst-quenching. 

 
Chimay Red  Belgium   7.0%       $9 
Coppery color topped with a creamy head.  Light, fruity apricot aroma with a similar  
palate and a refreshing light touch of bitterness.   

 
Abita Amber   Louisiana    5.8%      $6 
Crisp, clean and smooth Märzen-Oktoberfest.  Medium bodied and malted with a  
toasted biscuit flavor and hints of caramel. Some hop presence of spicy bitterness  
and a touch of herbal flavor.   

 
Speakeasy Old Grandfather Barley Wine  California  (seasonal)   10.2% $8.5 
Clear reddish amber hue, sweet malts with a hint of caramel and a bit of raisin.
